1. Owner to provide temporary heating as required to maintain minimum 40° F temperature
throughout the building in order to keep plumbing lines from freezing.

2. Contractor to provide additional temporary heating and cooling required for curing or

drying of completed installations or for protecting installed construction from adverse
effects of low temperatures or high humidity. Select equipment that will not have a
harmful effect on completed installations or elements being installed.

Provide temporary lighting with local switching that provides adequate illumination for
construction operations, inspections, and traffic conditions.

Before proceeding with each component of the Work, examine substrates, areas, and conditions,
with Installer or Applicator present where indicated, for compliance with requirements for
installation tolerances and other conditions affecting performance.

3. Clean exposed finishes to a dust-free condition, free of stains, films, and foreign
substances. Sweep concrete floors broom clean.

4, Vacuum carpeted surfaces and wax resilient flooring.

5. Wipe surfaces of mechanical and electrical equipment. Remove excess lubrication.

Clean plumbing fixtures. Clean light fixtures, lamps, globes, and reflectors.
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6. Clean Project site, yard, and grounds, in areas disturbed by construction activities.

Sweep paved areas; remove stains, spills, and foreign deposits. Rake grounds to a
smooth, even-textured surface.

3.6 DEMONSTRATION AND TRAINING

PART 1 - GENERAL
1.1 SECTION REQUIREMENTS

A.  Ttems indicated to be removed and salvaged remain Owner's property. Carefully detach from
existing construction, in a manner to prevent damage, and deliver to Owner ready for reuse.
Include fasteners or brackets needed for reattachment elsewhere.

B. Comply with EPA regulations and hauling and disposal regulations of authorities having
Jurisdiction. Comply with ANSI A10.6 and NFPA 241.

C. Pre-demolition Photographs: Show existing conditions of adjoining construction and site
improvements, including finish surfaces. Submit before Work begins.

D.  Hazardous material testing and abatement has already been undertaken by the Owner under
separate contract. Contaminated materials have been identified and their removal detailed on
the Asbestos Abatement and Mold Remediation drawings and specifications. The remediation
work under this separate contract will be completed prior to the commencement of work under
this contract. If additional materials are encountered and suspected of containing hazardous
materials, do not disturb; immediately notify Architect and Owner. Hazardous materials shall
be removed by an abatement contractor, under separate contract with the Owner.

1.2 SCOPE OF WORK
A.  Exterior Building Demolition

1. Remove the south connector between the west and east wings in its entirety.

2. Remove the exterior porch structure on the east side of the connector between the west
and south wings in its entirety.

3 Remove the exterior porch structure on the east side of the connector between the west
and north wings in its entirety.

4. Remove the exterior porch structure centered on the cast side of the west wing (inside the
open courtyard) in its entirety.

5. Remove the concrete paving in the open courtyard between the west and east wings in its
entirety.

6. Remove the masonry screen walls at the air cooled condensers at the east end of the north
and south wings in their entirety back to the exterior walls of the building.

7. Remove the porch steps at the main entry porch centered on the west side of the west
wing.

8. Remove the quarry tile pavers on the main entrance porch centered on the west side of
the west wing.

9. Remove the porch columns supporting the roof structure over the main entry porch

centered on the west side of the west wing. New support columns are shown on the
structural drawings.

10. Remove storefront entry, sidelights, & framing from main entrance to east wing centered
on the ¢ast side of the east wing.

11. Remove storefront windows and entry door & framing leading from west side of east
wing into open courtyard.

12.  Remove all existing wooden shutters at window openings in north, west, & south wings.

13.  Remove original double hung window units from north, west & south wings (Alt #5).
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
